FIRE RESPONSE IN THE OPERATING ROOM
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Call 911 immediately and activate a pull station to initiate the fire alarm system
Preserve all materials, such as drapes, disposable supplies, equipment, etc. Do NOT remove from room

Notify Risk Management and complete an event report

Document on OR Report the location and description of any skin alterations
